Changes to emergency sepsis order set
effective Tuesday, Oct. 15, 2024

ED Sepsis order set (EAST): Antibiotics changing to 24-hour duration

Starting Tuesday, Oct. 15, antibiotics ordered from the emergency sepsis and septic
shock order set will have a default duration for 24 hours. This will ensure that active
orders are present on the patient for the first 24 hours of their sepsis diagnosis. When
reconciling the patient’'s medications upon admission in the admission navigator,
discontinue and order subsequent antibiotics through the inpatient sepsis and septic
shock order set. Antibiotic adjustments can be made at that time if appropriate.

Sepsis order set emergency/inpatient (East/West/South) - Changes for ideal
body weight and blood cultures

Starting Tuesday, Oct. 15, a dedicated statement that ideal body weight used based on
patient’s body mass index for fluid orders, is directly in the order to meet compliance
standards, and will be pre-selected when ideal body weight fluid volume is calculated
(greater than 30 BMI) within the order set.
